School Information
Absences

Please advise the office if your child will be absent from school either by
phone 9537 3199 or our website. An automatic SMS will be sent from the
school computer system to remind you if you do not advise the office by
9.30am. If your child has a communicable disease please let us know as
soon as possible.

If you need to take your child out of school during school hours, please
obtain an ‘Early Release’ form from reception to give to your child’s
teacher. The only people who may collect your child are those you have
nominated on your child’s enrolment form.

Please advise the reception staff if these details change.

Students who are late to school (after 8.50am) need to collect a late note
from reception.

Assemblies

Assemblies are held in the undercover area. Dates are advertised on our
social media and on our website. Assemblies are held every second
Friday at 9am. All parents and community members are welcome.

Bikes and Scooters

Infectious Diseases

they are fully recovered. Please notify the office if your child is sick or will
be absent.



‘Kiss and Drop’

Please do not park and leave your car in the ‘Kiss and Drop’ zone when
dropping off or collecting your child from school. This area is strictly for
the rapid transition of independent students. The council often patrols and
fines are issued.

Library
Students attend the library once a week and require a library bag for their
books. The library is open at lunch
time for students.

Medical Action Plans

If your child has any allergies,

asthma, or other medical conditions requiring special attention or care
while they are at school it is important you complete a medical action
plan.

Medication

Should your child require ANY MEDICATION at school an ‘Administration
of Medication’ form MUST be completed. Medication is kept securely in
the sick bay and students are required to come to the office to administer.
Forms can be obtained from our website or reception. It is Department
policy that we are not permitted to administer ANY medication without
written authorisation.

The only medication to be kept in students bags is an asthma inhaler.
For safety reasons all other medication will be secured in the school sick
bay.



Mini Minors

A community based program available to children under the school age.
This program is held in our Early Childhood Playground every Thursday
morning from 9am.

Parking

Parking is available around the school, oval and lake. There is NO
PARKING in either of the staff car parks. All of our requests regarding
traffic management are made to ensure the safety of ALL students.
